COUNCIL MEETING

JULY 19, 2016
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Tuesday, July 19, 2016 at 5:30 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman and Kirk Quasebarth.    Also present were Council President Rosemary Cooley, Vice President Dave Stimmel, Superintendent Tony Rodgers,  Clerk-Treasurer Tim Brown, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Marshal Roger Young. 

(Member Stacy Selagy was absent.) (Marshal Roger Young was approximately 20 minutes late.)

President Rosemary Cooley @ 5:29 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a 

moment of silence.

MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:


Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the minutes of the executive meeting, special meeting & 
regular meeting on July 5,2016.  
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion for the minutes.  The motion carried.

Dave Stimmel made the motion to accept the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $ 99,913.63

 VISITORS: 1. David Cox, tree issues... He and his attorney could still not make it.  They will be at 
our first meeting in September.
2. William Lock, (resident), police matter... Mr. Lock stated his issues but none of us on the Council 
had any idea what he was talking about.   *Marshal Young came to the meeting 20 minutes late and 
they went over the issue.  The issue was an arrest matter concerning Mr. Lock's son.  Roger referred 
them to Prosecutor Bob Guy. 
3. Luther Towe, (resident), water system fluoride... Mr. Towe stated that since there is (added) 
fluoride in our water system, he would like us to stop doing that.  He stated several historical facts that 
he read on the Internet.   Dave Stimmel stated some of the benefits of the added fluoride in our water.  
Superintendent Rodgers also stated what the added 
minimum fluoride levels are in our system.  Mr. 
Towe said he would keep coming to our meetings to see if we will act on his suggestion.    

WATER BOIL ORDER & PUMP PROBLEMS... Last Saturday one of our high pressure pumps at the water plant shut down mid afternoon.  This caused our pressure to drop in our lines enough to have Superintendent Rodgers declare a TOWN WIDE BOIL WATER ORDER per IDEM regulations.  Everyone understood that this would be extremely hard on our businesses and residents but we did not want to make people sick with our water.  We tried to notify radio stations, TV stations and as many people as we could on Saturday and Sunday.  *As of Tuesday night the first of 2 sample tests came out clean.   Hopefully by mid-morning tomorrow the second test will come back clean and we can lift the BOIL ORDER.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS...   Tony has completed a few inspection and he said that there was a couple bad ones.  He believes that they may have to use some DYE in some of the drains to make sure where the connections goes.  He will resume the inspections soon.  

SEWER BOND PAYMENT DECREASE...  We had the SECOND READING of the Sewer Bond Decease Ordinance #09-2016.    Clerk Brown read part of the 38 page document.   
Ken Hickman made to motion to accept all of the details of the bond payment rate decrease.
Dave Stimmel seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   *After the vote we filled out and signed all of the appropriate paperwork.

SEWER BAN & EVALUATION GRANT...   Jon Borgers from Wessler Engineer was here a couple of weeks ago after a big rain to check our increased flows of storm water.  He was supposed to also come yesterday after another big rain.   He is also completing a big report for IDEM and us to review.

PROPERTY (YARD) CLEAN-UP BIDS... Marshal Young presented 2 bids for the 6 lots to be cleaned up.  Red's Tree Service and Krintz Lawn Care presented bids.  
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept Red's Tree Service bid.
Dave Stimmel seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  *The bids were only $50 apart & Attorney Dellinger stated that the bids were under the State's minimum, we could go with the more expensive bid.  There were concerns with the Krintz company.
NEWBOLD COMPANY CONCRETE SITUATION... There was a problem with the sidewalk concrete by their overhead door.   Mr Stimmel investigated the problem and said that Newbolds fixed the problem themselves.   Thanks Newbolds...

402 WEST PARK ROAD ZONING ISSUE (GRANDFATHERED-IN AGRICULTURAL LOT)...
There are farm animals on this lot and some of the neighbors are complaining especially about the manure odor and the number of animals on the property.  The neighbors have called the White County Environmental Officer  (plus) I called Joe Rodgers of the White County APC office and he said he would also investigate.   

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1. Tony spoke more about our water pump problem and our boil order.  He stated it should be over tomorrow.     2. The digester blower motor at the WW plant is being worked on today.     3. The Peerless-Midwest Company should be here tomorrow to work on our water / motor pump.     4. Tony will try again to get Sean Owens from one of the quarry's to bring their big front end loader to push back our brush pile.     5. Tony is going to contract Wheeling Bros. Trucking to haul our excess sludge away for approximately $8000.  We may also purchase for the future, BIO BAGS.  We load the sludge in the bags and it will dry the sludge quicker.  *Dave Stimmel asked Tony about getting some ALERT SYSTEM that will notify peoples phones if we ever have water pump go down again.  Tony will check with Peerless-Midwest and others to see if we can find any good system.  


Marshal Roger Young...  1. Roger has sent out the letters on the 32 properties that need dead trees cut 
down.   2. Roger has also determined that if our electricity is out our SIREN will not operate.  We have 
checked before on quotes and Roger will check again.    


Clerk-Treasurer Tim Brown...   1. Our Budget Meeting in Monticello with the DLGF representative 
will be on August 19th.  Our FIRST READING of the budget meeting will be September 20.  The 
SECOND READING/ADOPTION meeting date will be October 4th.  November the 3rd will be the last 
day the budget can be sent to the State.  2. I will be working at the Tri-Kappa / Lions stand in the 
mornings next week at the White County Fair.  3. I will be at Attorney Dellinger's office tomorrow at 
1:30pm for a conference call about our Wastewater bonds.   


President Rosemary Cooley...  1. Rosemary mentioned that Terry Saunders apologized for her behavior 
before our last meeting.     2. Ann Heims on south Market Street still wants brighter street lights and 
non-clogged sewer lines.     3. Rosemary just wanted to double check that Tony is working on getting 
blacktopping quotes.


Attorney Dellinger... just mentioned that our Bond conference call meeting is tomorrow.


Member Ken Hickman... has suggestions for the next time we need a mass warning message that goes 
to the public.  First is maybe purchase one of those big arrow message signs that could set out front of 
town hall.   Next get the Fire Department to drive all of the streets making whatever announcement we 
need.  Finally, per Jacob Garling's suggestion... try to get the county to issue an EMA alert. 


VP Dave Stimmel... 1. Dave first asked about our Park Superintendent Jeff Clouse's health.  2. Dave 
asked Dow to try and persuade Dave Cox's attorney (our tree situation) to be sensible about cutting the 
tree.   Dow stated that Mr. Cox thought our Council was picking on him.     3. Dave liked the idea of old 
street grindings being used in the alleys.     4. Dave also liked that the concrete pieces from Gerry 
Allen's driveway will be used on the roadway in the brush pile.      


*Dave Stimmel made the motion to adjourn the meeting.


Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
