COUNCIL MEETING

DECEMBER 6, 2016

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Tuesday, December 6, 2016 at 

5:30 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Kirk Quasebarth, Ken Hickman and Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Council President Rosemary Cooley, Council Vice President Dave Stimmel, Clerk-Treasurer Tim Brown, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Superintendent Tony Rodgers and Marshal Roger Young.       

-There was no one absent absent.   

-President Rosemary Cooley @ 5:31 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a 

moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:


Dave Stimmel made the motion to accept the minutes of  the regular meeting on November 15, 2016.  
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion for the minutes.  The motion carried.

*Stacy Selagy asked why we purchased the new John Deere snowblower / lawnmower when the minutes from last time stated that we TABLED the matter.   Snow was predicted several days after the meeting.  We thought if we waited to make the motion to purchase the new machine at this meeting we might have a mess on the sidewalks and no machine to blow off the snow.  Superintendent Rodgers talked to the Council President and Vice President and they said purchase the machine.  Every Council member should have been contacted...we said that this will not happen again.   President Cooley apologized to Stacy about her not being contacted.  
Dave Stimmel made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $122,423.72

  VISITORS: … Mark Bentlage, APC future director, was present.  He presented the county's B4 zoning ordinance and the new subdivision ordinance.  A short discussion followed about the ordinances.  
Dave Stimmel made the motion to accept the Ordinance #A50 for B4 zoning.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Dave Stimmel made the motion to accept the Ordinance #A6 for subdivisions.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
Joe Rodgers, current APC director, was also present.  He addressed the situation about us wanting to change A1 zoned properties in town to R1 classifications.   Joe handed out a chart showing residents in town who are affected.  VP Stimmel made a few comments and President Cooley asked a couple of questions.  Joe thought the best way to handle our A1 rezone was to do it at the same time we do the B4 zoning and don't make it 2 different issues.
Brian Wiley, resident, was also called on to speak by Rosemary.  Brian asked us to look into a NUISANCE issue.  His neighbor lets his 4 semi tractors idle for long periods of time creating a lot of diesel smoke that goes into Brian's home a lot of the time.  Attorney Dellinger will start checking on different nuisance laws to see if any apply.  Dow also said Brian could also file a civil suit against the owner of the semis.  President Cooley said she would also check with other towns to see if they have types of ordinances that would cover this situation.

Judy Mohler resident, also spoke.  She asked if we were doing anything about the big trucks making JAKE BRAKE noise.  Superintendent Rodgers stated that we just put up new no jake brake signs last week.   Judy hopes this will help...

PROPERTY (YARD) CLEAN-UP...  1.Marshal Young said that he is checking on getting some mattresses and unfenced pools removed.  2.Rosemary brought up 2 properties in the north

part of town that need attention.  One is the house north of Annis' Mini Mart and the other house is on Harrison Street.  Roger will send them clean-up letters.    

SIDEWALK REPAIRS... VP Stimmel reported that the area around the Cox property is poured.  The contractor is continuing in that area.  We will still try to get a hold of someone at INDOT to see if they will advise us on a sidewalk around Highway 16.

STUMP GRINDING... We have sent out all of the letters to the property owners / residents.   We have received back around 5 replies stating that they do not want the stumps removed.  We will start soon on calling in locates. 

WHITE CO. ECONOMIC GROUP YEARLY PAYMENT... Discussion was continued on the subject.    Ken Hickman made the motion to cut ties with the Economic Group and not pay them any more money.   Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.  The motion carried with a vote of 3 to 1, the NAY vote belonging to VP Dave Stimmel.   * We will send the Economic Group a letter stating our decision. 

OSHA TRAINING SUGGESTIONS... Our comprehensive/workmens comp.  insurance people were here last week.   They knew about our training for our new bucket truck and they encouraged us to keep up the safety training.  Tony said he will get more videos to watch plus there are weekly webinars for the subject.   Attorney Dellinger suggested the website of...Tool Box Talks.
UNIFORMS VS. CLOTHING ALLOWANCE... We were thinking about going back to an allowance (but) we checked with Cintas and we have several years remaining on our contract and the buyout of the uniforms and rugs would be $5700.   Dow wants to check the contract and he says we might be able to get out of the contract for a lot less money.
LIBRAY BOARD APPOINTMENT... Rosemary has been our rep. and she said she would be willing to continue.  Dave Stimmel made the motion to appointment Rosemary to the Monon Library Board.  Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.       The motion carried.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1.The boys finished the lights on the caboose tree.   2.Tony had the backhoe blade welded.   3.The new snowblower has been delivered.   4.Our street sweeper will be serviced soon.   5.The Well Head Protection material has been revised and should be printed out soon. We will then have a yearly meeting before the end of the year.   6.Tony has ordered new eco friendly fluorescent light bulbs for Town Hall.


Marshal Roger Young...  1.The Shop-With-A-Cop event was last weekend.  There were 68 
kids that participated.   2.Roger is now the School Safety organization Vice President for the 
upcoming year.   3.Roger will be attending police emergency training the next couple of 
days 
plus a couple days next wk.   4.Roger will check with the state to see if we can get better street 
lights 
around the school.   5.The 2 large old trees north of the lumber yard have been cut 
down today.  6.Roger will check on the old tree by the Mrs. Benakovich house.  Brian Wiley 
reported the issue on this tree.  7.The bank robbery from last week is still being investigated.   
8.Roger's last subject was about remaining vacation days this year for Deputy Lanoue and 
himself.  He asked the Council about ROLLING OVER 5 days each for both Andy and him.  
This would be a “one time only” deal.   President Cooley offered the services of  Town Hall 
employees if they need paperwork help.   


Ken Hickman made the motion to grant the one time, 5 day rollover of  vacation days for 
Roger and Andy.      


Dave Stimmel seconded the motion.   The motion carried.   


Clerk-Treasurer Tim Brown...   1.We had a double check of the numbers for people coming for 
the town's Christmas party. 2.Our year end meeting will be December 29th at 5:30pm (&) we 
will only have the second meeting in January on the 17th.  3.Our new Key Fund software 
upgrade is going well.  The Key Fund installer has one more final trip.  We will not pay the final 
payment until everything is completed.   4.The Town of Monon Christmas 
Parade will be this 
Saturday.   5.The second check of the year was handed out to the 


Council members.

Attorney Dellinger... reported about the non-annexed property we found on the southeast 
end of 4th Street.  We may take the route of making them pay 
higher water bills.   We are looking 
also into different ways of motivating them to be annexed.  Member Stacy said that there may 
be a way of doing a gradual annexation over several years.  Dow will check all of these different 
angles.


Member Ken Hickman... Nothing still has happened with new street lights being installed at 
the east of of Bedford Road.  Clerk Brown will keep contacting NIPSCO.   We contact them at 
least twice a month now...


Vice President Stimmel...  1.Some of the south end lights are not working at the Park and there 
is one that is on always.  Even though these poles have NIPSCO markings, NIPSCO does not 
show them on their grid anymore.  We will try to also figure this NIPSCO problem out...  
2.Dave wants Clerk Brown or Tony to check with Wesslers to see what the “next step” is 
with our sewer ban process.  


President Rosemary Cooley... 1.Rosemary thought the south side of the old North White 
Superintendent's building would be a good place for a painted mural.  That building is owned by 
Dave Cox...so this could be a potential problem.  Rosemary will still continue checking this 
out...   2.The Township Trustee called Rosemary about a property at 108 North Market Street.  
This property has had escalating water bill amounts since the current resident moved in there last 
March.  The Township has paid for several improvements on the property and the Trustee thinks 
that the Town has not helped out enough.  Clerk Brown read the amount the bills have went up 
each month since they moved in (plus) no one has paid on the account since October 
19th...the Trustee has asked us the last 2 months not to turn them off for late payments.
Also the 
utility guys have performed several investigations of the meter.   Clerk Brown will send an email 
to everyone involved showing the time line of the property's problems.    


*Dave Stimmel made the motion to adjourn the meeting.


Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
