
 COUNCIL MEETING

NOVEMER 7, 2018
     WEDNESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, November 7, 2018 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ron Benakovich and Ken Hickman.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Member Quasebarth and Superintendent Rodgers were absent. 

President Rosemary Cooley started the (SUSPENED MEETING FROM OCT. 17TH)  and our regular meeting today @ 6:01pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.

*Our meeting on October 17th did not have a quorum of Council Members. 

MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the regular, special and executive meeting minutes from October 3, 2018.  
Ken Hickman seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ken Hickman made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $84,437.74 
MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   President Cooley reviewed and 
validated the October month end statements.
VISITORS:   VERNON SATCHWELL, PROPERTY OWNER... was here again to make sure his drainage problem on Race Street will be fixed.  Tony talked to him yesterday and Town & Country Paving stated they will be here as soon as they can.   

PARK ISSUES...   1. The Cass Township Trustee made an offer to match the Monon Township Trustee's amount to give toward the proposed Splash Pad.   2. Member Benakovich reminded everyone that a resident stated several months ago that he would donate $500 to the Splash Pad.  We haven't seen the money yet so we will try to remind him.  

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Per Tony's notes... 1. Clint Garling will hopefully get all of the sumps completed by the end of the year.   2.  We have a sewer lining grant meeting on Nov. 7th  with the contractors.  The manhole work has started and the lining work should start around December 1st.

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1. Marshal Young has started ticketing trailer type vehicles that are on the street.  He is doing this to get them off the streets for future snow removal.   2. Roger will get on the owners of 425 Market to clean up the mess they made in the yard on then street side of the house.   3. Member Ron also asked Roger to get on the owners of 108 Market Street.   4. The Trosper property is being repaired at a slow rate.

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Nothing new to report.

STREET PARKING INVESTIGATION...  Marshal Young suggested 3rd Street between 421 & Pine Street...south side (&) 4th Street between Arch and the trailer court....north side.   Also needed is Linden Street between 4th and 5th Streets...the east side.   They will also be watching parking near stop signs and fire hydrants.   *All of the signs have been ordered and have arrived to be installed sometime.    

UTILITY RATE INCREASE of 3%, 2ND READING & ADOPTION... Attorney Dellinger presented new wording for the revised “reconnect fee” section.    The Council agreed to have the new wording inserted into the Ordinance.   After a short discussion...
Ken Hickman made a motion to adopt our revised Water & Wastewater Ordinances.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.   The motion carried.

TITLE VI IMPLEMENTATION PLAN ADOPTION... The Title VI procedures are for 

anti-discrimination policies.   Debbie Reindt has prepared our town's policy for this and it has been okayed by INDOT.  We needed to implement the policy to help with getting grants through INDOT.
Ron Benakovich made the motion to adopt the Title VI policy.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion. 
The motion carried.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...  Per Tony's notes.   Here are some of the items that have been accomplished (or) will be.   1. cold patching.   2. milling of the street for Mr. Satchwell.    3. sewer lining and manhole work has started.   4. the Park is being winterized.    5. we had 2 water main leaks in the last couple of weeks.  One on Shields and one on Viking Lane.    6. Tribbett Electric quoted 9 new electric switches for the WW Plant.    7. The sewer grit screw area at the WW Plant is getting closer to be fully repaired.    8. The street sweeper is having some front bearings repaired.

Marshal Roger Young...  1. Roger said that they will have some more state training for our department soon.      2. The SRO program is going well at the North White Schools.


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Our Community Crossing paving grant has been reviewed by the State and on 
November 7th they awarded us the grant!   The amount is for $196,286.25 and of course with the winter 
weather the paving will not be done until next spring.     2.We just completed our first INPRS / PERF 
retirement audit.  It took almost a month but the good thing it was all on line.    3.The Water & Wastewater 
graphs were presented for October.  This was the second highest income amount for this year for the Water 
account.     4.Deputy Clerk Debbie and I be attending a software / Keystone conference this Friday.     


5.The Methodist Church Annual Dinner will be this Thursday from 4:30pm until they run out.     6.The 
town's Halloween activities went well.    7.Gutwein Motors has reported that the bill for the cleaning of the 
paint over spray from the water tower painting...2 years ago has still not been paid.  I got on the phone 
right after that and I asked the main corporate water tower people to see if they could expedite the 
Gutwien claim.   He said they would deal with this soon.    6.In August of this year the stretch of railroad 
that runs from Medaryville to Monticello has been purchased by Pioneer Rail Corp.  It will start hauling 
grain from a couple of elevators by Francesville.  They want to leave an engine parked on the tracks by 
our Wastewater Treatment Plant.   *Their question is they want a NIPSCO power pole to be installed and 
they would like an “easement” issued to the pole so they can get to it.  Attorney Dellinger stated they need 
to get the area surveyed and Dow's office would do the rest.  We will contact them with this information.         


Member Ken Hickman... 1.asked if we were paying for part of the paving of KIRPC's parking lot?  The 
answer is yes because that lot is actually designated the Town's Parking Lot.    2.Ken also asked if we are 
still in running for the tipping fees that the County Commissioners said we may get.  Member Stacy said 
she would check at the Court House.     3.Ken mentioned that at the last KIRPC meeting Main Street 
Grants were discussed if we are interested.     


Member Ron Benakovich... 1.asked if we have heard any more about a pharmacy (maybe) coming to 
town.  *Nothing yet but we will see if we can find out any more info.     2.Ron also wanted to double 
check on the tipping fee info.     3.Ron is also wanting to get with Tony / Tim to see if all of the supplies 
we purchase and also the amount of our outside repair services are really needed.    4.Ron was also asked 
how we are associated with our fire department.   My explanation was that we are mostly financial support 
for them and they make all of the rest of their decisions. 


President Cooley... started a small discussion about school bus stop safety...especially here in town.  
There have been a couple of deaths here lately in Indiana with cars running buses stop arms.          


*Ken Hickman made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.
