
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)
     APRIL 17, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, April 17, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Kirk Quasebarth and 

Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Superintendent Tony Rodgers, 

President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Marshal Roger Young and 

Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Member Ron Benakovich was absent.

President Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:00pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from 

April 3, 2019 meeting.  
Ken Hickman seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $114,691.58

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   none this time...
VISITORS:   Joe Rogers & Annette Cobb from White Co. APC were present...   Joe introduced Annette as the new Deputy Administrator of the APC department. Congratulations Annette!   Joe then brought to us a new ordinance #A57 – Odor Control for our review and possible adoption.  This is a very narrow ordinance that has been looked at by the White Co. Economical Development group concerning new manufacturing facilities that may come to our county and due to their processing may cause orders.  *We asked if this would cover any agriculture / animal type smells and Joe's answer was no.  Joe said that maybe in the future this type of smell would be covered.   

So after a little more discussion...
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the #A57 – Odor Control ordinance (our #03-2019).
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.

**Next...  Joe brought 3 rezone lot petitions for properties by our Wastewater Treatment plant for our review and possible adoption.   These have been zoned forever as ( I ) and they will be changed to (R1).  

If they are not changed for example if a house burned down under the (I) code they could not rebuild it.

So first up is rezone lot #10-94 (our #04-2019)... Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the rezone.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.   The motion carried.    Next is rezone #10-95 (ours #05-2019)...
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept the rezone.   Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.    

The motion carried.     Finally is rezone #10-96 (ours #06-2019)...
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the rezone.    
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.     The motion carried.       ***After the rezones were finished 

VP Selagy asked Joe about a structure on Adams Street that may have been used as an apartment without being zoned correctly.   Bottom line is we need to say something to Joe and he can start the process.   We are not going to do anything about this situation now.     
SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT…  Tony reported that with the lining there has been a lot of added flow in the sewers.   Clerk Brown stated that there was a group meeting about the lining on Tuesday.   Supposedly the lining should be finished within a couple of weeks and then the manhole repairs / lining should be finished soon thereafter.   *Per KIRPC, all construction, 

all paperwork, invoices, payments, etc..must be completely finished by the end of June.

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Marshal Young's Red Tag program for tagging houses, properties, vehicles, etc... will have another piece of paper added to it.   Roger will also hand out a Spanish version letter saying the same thing that the red tags say.  In the future Roger will have Spanish written on the reverse side of the red tags.

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is now looking to a new option on draining this area.   After speaking to Jon Borgers from Wessler Engineering, we may try to drain the water north  under Highway 16 to an existing drain.  Tony will start researching info on how to do this with INDOT. 

COMMUNITY CROSSING PAVING GRANT UPDATE...  Per Central Paving, the main paving work should start around June 1st!   We are getting a couple more quotes on doing alley / park road paving.

ADAMS & MONROE STREET INTERSECTION & NO SEMIS ON MONROE STREET ???
A small group of Monroe Street residents asked Town Hall to see if after their street is totally paved if it could be posted (NO SEMI TRAFFIC).   Some semis come off of Highway 421 and turn onto Monroe Street and then turn south on Adams Street and go to their business at the corner of Highway 16 and Adams Street.

All of this truck traffic is hard on the streets (+) the intersection of Adams & Monroe is getting totally torn up on both sides because the semis turn wide or short and tear up people's yards.  The residents also asked if there could be a barricade installed at the northeast corner of the intersection to stop the semis from turning out wide to make the corner.   After another short discussion...
Stacy Selagy made the motion to install (after paving) No Semi Traffic Allowed signs, not only on Monroe Streets but also on Harrison Street, and also install a barricade structure at Adams & Monroe.   
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.    

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...    Here are Tony's items... 1.Continued training with new hire Chris.   2.Brush & leaf clean up.   3.Non paved alley work with adding gravel & renting an alley leveler piece of equipment.   4.A piece of equipment at the WW plant needs fixed.  It is a worm gear box and it will cost $19,000.00.   We will keep the old one and use it as a spare in the future.   5.The fine screen unit is being repaired as we speak.    6.The aireation tank at the WW plant also needs some work in the future.   7.The water plant still needs more work on the softeners.   8.Tony will also see if some part time people can work the weekends WITH supervision.  He will evaluate the situation.    


Marshal Roger Young...  Roger's issues are as follows...  1.Drug investigations.   2.More hours of SRO at 


North White because one of our officers resigned.    3.Roger is helping get funding for the new K9 officers 
that the county needs.   $16,000.00 has been raised so far. There will not be a new dog in Monon.    
4.Roger on Tuesday attended the yearly OPO / DUITF meeting put on by the Criminal Justice Institute.   
Roger came out of the meeting with 2 (free) radar units for both of our squad vehicles.        


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim handed out evaluations for Roger and Tony to the council members.  These 
need to be completed by our next meeting.  We will go over the evaluations next time at a executive 
meeting.  The evaluations will hopefully be given to Tony and Roger on May the 15th.    2.Insurance quotes 
will be coming later on this summer.    3.The first $75.00 late fee (for a lifetime) has happened.    4.Our 
Town Park will be opening on May 1st.    5.Our yearly ILMCT clerk's conference will be the June 9th week 
in Ft. Wayne.  Debbie will be going for 2 days and Tim is going for all week.   


President Cooley... asked if anyone would be interested in working a couple hours at a booth at North 
White on Sunday, May 5, 2019?  Principal VanderAa is having a Cinco De Mayo day where there will be 
tables set up where people can offer their goods and information.  Principal VanderAa wants to try and get 
our Hispanic folks more involved in our community and this may be a good way to accomplish that.  We 
will have at our booth different handouts in Spanish & English for everyone to take home.    

 
Member Quasebarth... received, right now, a text message from Fire Chief Brad Hahn that there was a 
sink hole that has formed by the Fire Station.  Brad tried to call / text Tony but he could not get through to 
him and that is why he contacted Kirk.
