(REGULAR)
        JUNE 19, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, June 19, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Marshal Roger Young and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown.

President Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:00pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes (and) the executive minutes from June 5, 2019 meetings.  
Ken Hickman seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

*President Cooley asked a question about if the softball roof was covered after the deductible.  Yes...we received a $1500.00 check already from the insurance company.
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.

VISITORS:   Carol Hendress from the White County Realtors Group was present... she told us that the town may get up to $5000.00 to go toward a green space project.   This is a grant that started a couple of years ago.  Monticello and Reynolds have already benefited from this grant.   We are looking at probably a gazebo, picnic tables, etc... on the vacant lot north of town hall.   We need to start soon with ideas, prices, etc...   The application deadline is September 1st.  We can also give some of the town's money to the project.    

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT…  1.The lining is progressing as of now.   There is a 2 month extension now in place.     2.There was another IDEM inspection on June 10th.  We have several items again that need attention.   

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Marshal Young is continuing on with the process.   2.Roger will take a look at the property at 310 Pine Street...    3.President Cooley brought up again about the bad condition of Yenna's house.  Roger will get with them.   4.The 2 big piles of branches around Roger Elmore's house will be cleaned up by the tree contractor.   

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Nothing new to report now...   

MEAT LOCKER, NEW VALVE TO BE INSTALLED... Not installed yet.

CLERK – TREASURER YEARLY STATE CONFERENCE, WEEK of JUNE 10TH... Clerk Brown 
stated that the conference was one of the better ones in the last few years.   A new state law coming out next month that elected Clerk – Treasures must have 14 hours of conference / class time each year.   Finally next year's conference will be in Evansville.     

VANGUARD NEW PROPERTY UTILITY REQUEST... President Cooley along with Member Hickman are going to meet with Vanguard officials, Randy Mitchell from White County and Jon Borgers  from Wessler Engineering tomorrow.   Vanguard did not like our rejection letter and would like us to reconsider their utility request.  Attorney Dellinger said until the sewer ban is lifted there will be not much to talk about.  We will see what they have to say.   

BUDGET  / SALARY NUMBERS FOR 2020... Clerk Brown passed out some of the budget figures from last year so everyone can study them.   There will be Special Meetings after our next few regular meetings. Solid figures are needed by August 12th...

2.Clerk Brown is checking with APC to see if the old clinic next to town hall remodel that is going on

rules.   3.We received the tipping fees from May from the County... the total is $6335.10.    
4.We received a $15,000 bill from 2 and a half years ago from our WW bond renewal process.   They 


forgot to bill us this one charge.   We are trying to fight this but Attorney Dellinger says we will probably 
have to pay it.   
5.The next phase Community Crossing paving grant program will begin next week with a 
meeting at INDOT that Clerk Brown will attend in Laporte.      


Member Hickman... asked if anyone present knew anything about the park barn remodel and also if any 
sidewalk quotes are coming.   No one knew much... probably questions for Tony.


Member Selagy... brought up the new county Amendment #38 which all the members received this week.  
She wants all members to review it before next meeting.   It deals with 4H animals, etc...   


Member Quasebarth... will be on vacation and will not be at our next meeting.


President Cooley... mentioned the need for us to re-think our no semis allowed on Monroe Street after the 
street gets paved here in a couple of weeks.   Rosemary and Marshal Young will talk to the property 
owners involved to see what we can come up with instead of blocking the semis.
