
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)
        July 17, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, July 17, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Kirk Quasebarth and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Members not in attendance were Ron Benakovich, Marshal Young & Attorney Dellinger.         

President Cooley started our regular meeting @ 5:59 pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept the regular (with corrections) & special meeting minutes from the July 3, 2019 meetings. *President Cooley wanted 2 property owners names deleted.  Their names were not important to the issues.  
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $95,373.01

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:  None this time.
VISITORS: Don & Glenda Simmons, property owners at the corner of Adams & Monroe Streets were called on by President Cooley, they wanted to speak.  They were present to comment on the semi problem on the streets (plus) what it is doing to their property.   Their neighbor and semi owner Steve Laposi was here last meeting to give his side of the story.   President Cooley told them that Steve was supposed to get with them to come up with a plan to fix the ruts and maybe install barricades.   Steve has not yet done this.   Bottom line is they do not want any semis on Monroe Street at all.   They will wait to see after the paving is completed to see if Steve, the town, etc... comes up with a plan.   We now have their phone number at Town Hall in case Steve wants to contact them.  They will be back soon if the plans do not meet their satisfaction.    

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT…  1.The Newbold and Onken property owners have presented bills for their meals & mileage while they were out of their homes while their sewers were being worked on.  The bills have been sent to Jon Borgers @ Wesslers.  We will pay the bills if the other companies drag their feet about paying them.   2.Tony said that maybe the lining crew could be finished next week.


PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Marshal Young was not here to make a report.  

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...Superintendent Rodgers and Jon Borgers found some old storm sewer maps that had several tiles listed of which we were not aware.  There may be a 6” line on the north side of Hwy. 16.  They will be investigating to see if they can find the lines and possibly hook into those to help drain that area. 

MEAT LOCKER, NEW VALVE TO BE INSTALLED... 1.Tony explained what will happen when the valve and meter will be installed out in the street.   Hopefully both sides can schedule this to happen in a week or two.    2.Clerk Brown then explained the the meat locker owners are very upset over this whole situation...it has been since Easter.  They haven't paid their utility bill for 2 months in protest until we get this fixed.   Also since Easter there have been thousands of gallons going down their drains that is not being paid for.  *Both sides need to come together soon and resolve this problem. 

GAZEBO UPDATE... 1.Clerk Brown met on 2 different occasions with Jimmie Scott from North White's building program and also with 2 of the White County Realtor people.  Everyone is excited about the proposed gazebo being next to Town Hall in our vacant lot.  Hopefully plans will be developed soon for the project.    2.Member Quasebarth has also spoken to local contractor Fred Mancia about making a quote for the gazebo.                                                                  

PAVING UPDATE and 2020 PAVING GRANT... 1.As of right now over 50% of the paving is finished.  Central Paving overall is dong a very nice job...there have been a couple small issues but they have been taken care of.     2.Also the 2020 grant application is getting close to being finished.   It must be submitted by August 2.    3.The Council also wanted to thank especially Deputy Clerk Debbie Reindt on all of her hard work completing this grant...thanks Council.

CENSUS FOR 2020... The census people will be sending correspondence monthly to see how our efforts 
are going to help them with this process.   I told them that we will do whatever we can to help.


EMT STAFFING... After a short discussion...    Kirk Quasebarth made to motion to hire Kathy Dulin as 


our other full time EMT person and she will also receive benefits, insurance etc... 


Ken Hickman seconded the motion.    The motion carried.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1. The IDEM correction letter has been sent out after their last inspection.    2.Our utility / street workers have been working on... curbs, street sweeping, cold patching pot holes along with their regular daily duties.    3.There are a couple of different areas where the paving, milling grindings are being stored.  The town will use up all the grindings we need and then maybe private citizens can take some.     4.The chlorine expert company has been working on our system.     5.Contractors have been working on some boring at the high school and they broke a water line.  The line is on the school's property and it is not affecting our water lines.        


Marshal Roger Young...  was not here to make a report.

Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim stated that with all of the grants we are doing and also the rest of our 
monthly 
downloading work our internet speed is not 
sufficient to download all of the material we need to.   We 
told the phone company to increase our speed and it will cost us about $30 more dollars a month.    2.We 
have no need for an election this year.  Only 4 of our council people signed up to run and no one is 
running against Clerk Brown.  *We will find out if there is any other paperwork we need to do.    3.We 
now have 2 quotes for new sidewalks.   Hopefully we can get this going soon.    


Vice President Selagy... 1.Stacy said that the tipping fee payment will run a little late this month.    2.The 
old business on the east side of the tracks on 3rd Street needs to be condemned before someone gets 
hurt.  We will get with Marshal Young & Attorney Dellinger to see what our next step might be.    3.The 
trees at the corner of Dorthy & 4th Streets need to be trimmed again.  Tony will contact the resident and 
with our bucket truck may trim them if everything is okay with the property owner.    4.Stacy showed us 
the updated version of the APC's 4H Animal Ordinance.  This will be for residents in town.   Only 2 
animals are okay per 4H project and their size is limited to 25 pounds.      5.Anyone requesting to put up a 
fence of any kind must now get a permit from APC.    6.Stacy also brought up the idea of taking back the 
lot that Howe Insurance owns by the Civic Center.                

President Cooley... 1.Member Benakovich sent an email to Rosie reminding her of getting the big 
diamond's fence fixed.  Rosemary may talk to the Park Board about this.    2.Rosemary also wants Marshal 
Young to investigate the need for fencing around all of the pools that have popped up in town this summer.


Member Quasebarth & Member Hickman will both be absent at our August 7th meeting.

*Superintendent Rodgers asked the Council again for permission to help be an assistant coach for the high 
school football team at North White this fall.   The Council said yes he can leave early if he has all of his 
daily worked is accomplished.      


*Stacy Selagy made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  


Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
