    October 16, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, October 16, 2019 at 

*6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were President Rosemary Cooley, Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ken Hickman and Ron Benakovich.  Also present were Attorney Dow Dellinger,  Superintendent Tony Rodgers, Marshal Roger Young and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown.

President Cooley started our regular meeting @ 6:01 pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… 1.KIRPC is still having trouble getting IPR correct paperwork to the state.  We can't finish our part until IPR gets their paperwork finished.

2.Tony will have 25 sump pump letters ready to go soon to residents announcing our 2nd inspection to see if they have their sump pump problems corrected.   *President Cooley wants Tony to investigate the property at 117 Arch concerning gurgling sewer pipes around 11:00 pm every evening.  Before the sewer lining project this never happened before.   
PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Roger has sent out 55 property clean up letters.   2.Roger and his officers have also tagged 18 vehicles.    3.Member Hickman asked Roger to keep an eye on a property at 305 Race St.  This property had a fence recently installed around it.  We are concerned that the fence is there just to hide a junk yard type situation.   4.There is also a property at 300 Race St. which is owned by the same person that needs some clean up.    5.VP Stacy brought up again the car / semi parking in the yard problem at 523 Race St.  They may be starting a repair business?   Roger will send the renters a letter plus the owners will get a letter.   Clerk Brown will also contact Joe Rogers at the White Co. APC office to see if he would also like to write a letter.

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM... Tony is going to call in LOCATES soon so they can 
start digging to see if they can locate the nearest storm drain.

TIF DISTRICT INFO...  We had a meeting with the county auditor last week at Dow Dellinger office about this subject.   A Tax Incremental District formed in Monon could raise us more tax dollars in the future especially since Vanguard Trailer is building a new plant just east of town.  In order for this to happen the County Commissioner needs to approve us.   This TIF money can be used for infrastructure projects.   Attorney Dow will be getting with the county's attorney to discuss this (plus) will be be asking Jon Borgers of Wessler Engineering to make us a preliminary estimate of what it might take to improve our wastewater treatment plant in case our lining project doesn't get us off of the sewer tap ban from IDEM.
SOUTH DITCH DREDGING UPDATE... There was a engineer person last week at town hall to talk about this subject.   President Cooley, Superintendent Tony and Clerk Brown were present.   The ditch may be dredged about a mile west of town to where in connects to Bedford Bay.   We discussed that we would like it cleaned on both side of the ditch as it passes through town.   There also was an open house at the county Courthouse that evening for more questions to be asked.    
Superintendent Tony Rodgers...   1.Tony will be gone on Friday the 25th.     2.There is a small water main leak on Highway 16 by the hair cut place.  Tony believes it is not a major leak and they will repair as soon as they can.    3.Our Town Park will close at the end of October.    4.Our workers are getting all of the summer equipment ready to be stored for the winter...at the WW plant plus some of it at the Park.    5.The Town of Reynolds has borrowed our street sweeper.  It should be back in a couple of weeks.    6.Our sidewalk project has started.  President Cooley asked if he installs new sidewalk over old sidewalk will that cause problems?   Tony will check...   7.A master meter is being replaced at the water treatment plant.

Marshal Roger Young...  1.Roger has had his cruiser repaired at a cost of $2327.00.   2.Until we get a 
new officer hired, Roger may have some Pulaski officers helping us out.    3.Officer Chris Blake from 
Monticello is one of our new SRO's at North White.    4.When we hire a new deputy, Roger will get them 
to go through more SRO training.     5.Deputy Andy's last days with us will be in a week or two.  We wish 
him well in his new job.  He will still be working with us on a part time basis.    6.Roger has been working 
through the 15 apps he has received for Andy's job.   7.Both Andy and Roger will be attending the funeral 
of a fallen State Policeman this Thursday and Friday in Kokomo.     8.Roger will be looking over new 
police software from the state.        

Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Debbie will be out of the office on 10-25 & Tim will be out 10-24.    2.Tim 
showed a copy of the Travel IN magazine to the council.  It is the winter issue that has a small article 
about the Monon Christmas parade.  We have a few copies of the magazine at Town Hall.      


Vice President Selagy... asked Superintendent Tony how his new laborer job search is going.  Tony said 
he is getting the search narrowed down to 3. When he is ready a small group will interview the applicants.
