
 COUNCIL MEETING

JUNE 20, 2018
     WEDNESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, June 20, 2018 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Kirk Quasebarth, Ron Benakovich, 

Ken Hickman and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent.   

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 5:58 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the minutes of the regular meeting on June 6, 2018.  
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ken Hickman made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   ...none this time.
VISITORS:   1. Vernon Satchwell, property owner was present.   Vernon just gave a short statement (again) about storm water drainage in front of a property of his on Race Street.  Superintendent Rodgers assured him that we will address the problem when we pave this summer.
2. Brian Wiley, resident was present.   He was here to complain about how his water tastes and smells like chlorine every once in awhile.  Superintendent Rodger told him that there are a few mechanical items that need to be fixed at the water plant and they are adjusting some of the equipment manually everyday.   They are working on the repairs.  Also we are flushing the hydrants now and that should flush out some of the trapped chlorine.
3. Penny Kessler, resident representing the Baptist Church was present.   The church is going to do  some parking lot work and they are also going to (seal) the parking lot area and the alley from 4th Street past the north end of the church.   They asked it that was okay with us.   We said that is fine.   They would also like us to barricade the alley section during the time... also okay.   Member Quasebarth told them to just get in touch with us on the dates needed.
4. James Wolfe, HJ reporter... asked each council member to pose for a head shot picture for the newspaper.  He will take the pictures tonight or at the next council meeting.   
5. Willis “Speed” Rusk, resident was present.   He had 3 complaints that he brought up.   President Cooley said we would take care of all of these.   1)He witnessed too much town truck driving up and down his street.  He thinks we are wasting too much time and fuel and we should work more efficiently.

2)His street drain was cleaned out by us (but) the debris was just thrown out in the middle of the street and it was not taken away.   3)We cleaned up some branches from his neighbors tree and we did not sweep up the small branches when we were finished.  They were on his driveway.   He swept them to the middle of the street.

PARK ISSUES...   1. Tony told us that the 2 remaining swings have new “in memory of...” sponsors.  The first swing is for Butch Barnhart and the second swing is for Mary Horton.    3. Tony is having Finnegan Construction finish the roll-down windows and other items on the big diamond press box.    4. Bob Pinn will seal coat the outside of the big diamond dugouts.    5. Tony had a new radiator installed on the park's Grass Hopper mower.    6. Skeeter spraying has now started at the park... also around town.    7. Member Hickman asked Tony to check and see if the Log Cabin's roof needs seal coated.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… 1. Tony stated that there have been a couple more inspections.    2. We have also signed a couple more forms for the upcoming “sewer lining grant.”    3. Tony asked the Council if storm drains can drain out to the street from different properties.  They said that is okay... but no septic drains are allowed.    

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1. 3 more properties will be mowed by the end of the week.    2. The trailer court has torn down one of their old trailers.    3. Roger stated that there are more pools than usual this summer that have been put up.  He will probably be enforcing the “fence around the pool” ordinance here soon.    4. The old Trosper property is being cleaned up now.  The work was suspended a bit so the contractors could get the proper permits.

Weed eating work is continuing all over town.    4. Cold patch work is continuing on our streets.    5. The Arch and 4th Street fire hydrant that was damaged in an accident will be repaired soon.    6. The CCR annual water report is finished and it is being handed out and sent into the State.    7. The workers have started flushing the town's hydrants this week.     8. Tony is still looking for a new property to put the town's brush.    9. Tony has completed work on the last IDEM letter that we have received.    10. The grit building at the WW plant needs worked on per IDEM... Tony is getting quotes.    11. The FJF company is doing some fine screen work at the WW plant.    12. Tony will be working on the light ballast in the conference room.   

13. Tony is contacting CSX to see if they can remove their debris piles around town.    14. The WATER brine tank is still being manually generated each day.    15. A new load of softener salt sould be delivered this week. 

Marshal Roger Young...  1. Roger's squad car printer has broken down.  He is getting it repaired.   Other than traffic work and investigations, nothing super important is going on.   


Clerk Tim Brown...  1. A new part time EMT started last week.  Her name is Charrisse Hook.  


2. Clerk Brown and Deputy Clerk Reindt attended the annual ILMCT conference in South Bend last week.  
The conference was very well attended and both people learned a lot. 


Attorney Dow Dellinger... presented the new trash contract from Advanced Disposal.   It is for 3 more 
years and the same price.
