
 COUNCIL MEETING

SEPTEMBER 5, 2018
     WEDNESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, September 5, 2018 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Ken Hickman.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Vice President Stacy Selagy was absent.   

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 5:57 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the regular & executive meeting minutes from  

August 15, 2018.  
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
Motion carried.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   President Cooley reviewed and 
validated the August month end statements.
VISITORS:   COREY HAYNES...MONON PARK BOARD PRESIDENT.   Corey Haynes presented the (draft) of the Monon Park Splash Pad Master Plan.  Every council member received one.

-One concern area is what to do with the chlorine water.  Cory stated there will be a swale area that will take out the chlorine before the water goes into the ditch.   Superintendent Rodgers will check with IDEM.     -Another question addressed was how long the water will stay on?  The controls will probably be set at 15 minutes and the water will shut off.   -Also the trash cans and benches will be re-bid to try and find better prices.

COLIN BETTS FROM WHITE CO. APC... was present.   He presented us with Ordinance #A54 (I-3 Standards) and Ordinance #A55 (Parties to Initiate a Rezone Amendment) to review and hopefully approve.   After a short explanation form Colin...
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion to accept county Ordinance #A54 (Monon ordinance #02-2018) governing I-3 areas.        Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the county Ordinance #A55 (Monon ordinance #03-2018) Parties to Initiate a Rezone Amendment.      Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.   The motion carried.

*Member Ken Hickman then asked Colin a building question.   How can we condemn a downtown building?  Colin's answer was we have to hire a specialized engineer to help with the process. 

-Retired APC director was present and helped clarify the situation.   Colin also said that maybe KIRPC may be able to help some.   

-Marshal Young commented that the last couple of nights he was in one of our downtown buildings for an investigation and he witnessed some bad living conditions.   He has asked Colin and the County Health Department to help investigate the problem.   

PARK ISSUES...   1. Superintendent Rodgers stated that there is a Park Board Meeting tonight at the Log Cabin following our meeting.     2. The new soccer goals that were donated by Rose Acres egg place have been delivered.   Thanks Rose Acres!!!

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Per Tony... 1. Clint Garling has finished a couple sump pump inspections.    2. The Roy Jones property drain hose problem came up again.  Superintendent Rodgers stated that everything is okay with his sump pump.   If we want the hose removed from draining to the curb, the Council needs to change the rules for everyone in town.        

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1. Marshal Young is sending out letters to properties at...  912 Market St.,  112 Market St., 216 Arch St. and the old Sunoco gas station to be mowed and cleaned up.    2. Rosemary asked Roger if he has completed any of the letters for the downtown building clean-up and the answer was no.   They will hopefully get to them soon.    3. Member Hickman asked who is cleaning up the old trailer court area.  Roger said it was a neighbor person that is taking care of it.

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is working with US Aggregates to see if they will bring their big front end loader (soon) to help clean a path for us to run the storm sewer to drain the area.

STREET PARKING INVESTIGATION...  Marshal Young suggested 3rd Street between 421 & Pine Street (&) 4th Street between Arch and the trailer court.   We need to send Attorney Dellinger our street parking ordinance so he can review / update.    Roger will try and get the no parking sign re-installed on 5th Street south of the Methodist Church.   

UTILITY RATE INCREASE, DISCUSSION...  Clerk Brown gave the council the graphs for August.   Discussion started on the need to raise the re-connect charge from $25 to $50...and maybe more.   Plus we want to raise the new meter deposit charge from $100 to $200.    All council members will think about the increases until the next meeting.

BUDGET FOR 2019...  The PUBLIC HEARING date for the budget will be September the 19th with the PUBLIC ADOPTION MEETING being October the 3rd.   Both meetings will start at 5:30 pm.

F450 DIESEL TRUCK ENGINE REPAIR DISCUSSION... Clerk Brown let everyone look at a rag full of particles that came from the F450's fuel filter and injectors.   Tony is working on different fuel additives that will maybe help this problem.   Tony will also start on an investigation looking into getting a gas engine vehicle.    

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...  1. Property owner Vernon Satchwell asked Tony again about when the street in front of his rental property will be fixed from last year's paving.   Tony just talked to the company and they should be here within a month...+/-.  

Marshal Roger Young...  1. Roger should be doing inspections with the county health people on our downtown buildings on Thursday.   2. Roger will send Dow a copy of the updated School Resource Officer contract from North White.     3. Roger is trying a new schedule with him and his deputies.  The shifts will now consist of 12 hours.   


Clerk Tim Brown...  1. Brett Cearing, EMT trainee asked if he could be the other EMT that helps Jennifer 
everyday.   He will be totally certified in October.  Our Council stated that when he is certified and when  
Jennifer & Bill Todd, EMS Director said his hiring would be okay. 


President Cooley... asked Superintendent Tony if he has found another brush pile lot yet.    Tony said no, 
but he has some leads.
