
 COUNCIL MEETING

SEPTEMBER 19, 2018
     WEDNESDAY
The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, September 19, 2018 at 

5:58 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Ken Hickman.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent.   

President Rosemary Cooley started the meeting and @ 5:58 pm led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from September 5, 2018.  
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

*Questions before the claims were okayed... 1.)Member Quasebarth asked about the bat removal invoice.    2.)President Cooley asked if the Kyburz bill was itemized.    3.)Member Hickman asked about the the invoice to Owens Welding.   *All of their questions were answered.  
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
Motion carried.  
Claims totaled $131,042.82 

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   President Cooley reviewed and 
validated the August month end statements.
VISITORS:   TERI SAUNDERS, RESIDENT was called upon to speak... 1.)the cross walk light is still off at our stop light.    2.)the top building fascia on the Market Street Spanish Church is loose and may blow off.    3.)Superintendent Rodgers followed up Teri statement with the yellow caution light going east does not work.  *Roger is checking on all of these issues.   
PARK ISSUES...   1. Superintendent Rodgers stated that the 2 new benches have been stored in the barn and will be engraved and installed next spring.   2. Tony has talked to the park mowing people to not run into the front of the dugouts, it damaged the fascia.   3. Tony is getting quotes for the Splash Pad (removal) of the basketball court.    4. Rosemary mentioned that the soccer goals are set up next to an electric fence.  Tony will check it out and fix it if possible.    

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Per Tony... 1. Clint Garling will hopefully get all of the sumps completed by the end of the year.   2. Jon Borgers of Wessler's needs to get with Tony soon about some IDEM reports.   3. We have a sewer lining grant meeting on Oct. 3 with the contractors.    4. The sump drain hose on Race Street that drains by the street will be looked at again by Tony to see if it can maybe be run to the back of the property.

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1. Marshal Young said that the Arch Street property that needs cleaned has been given 2 more weeks to be cleaned up.   2.The uptown Mexican Grocery has cleaned up their grease trap area.   3.The upstairs over the grocery per Roger can not be inspected by the county agencies.    4.There will be a dumpster brought to to 112 East 4th Street so the new owner can get started on a clean-up.  

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is working with US Aggregates to see if they will bring their big front end loader (soon) to help clean a path for us to run the storm sewer to drain the area.   This should happen within a week or two.

STREET PARKING INVESTIGATION...  Marshal Young suggested 3rd Street between 421 & Pine Street (&) 4th Street between Arch and the trailer court.   We need to send Attorney Dellinger our street parking ordinance so he can review / update.    Roger will try and get the no parking sign re-installed on 5th Street south of the Methodist Church.   

UTILITY RATE INCREASE, DISCUSSION...  Clerk Brown gave the council the graphs for August.   Discussion started on the need to raise the re-connect charge from $25 to $50...and maybe more.   Plus we want to raise the new meter deposit charge from $100 to $200.    

*The first issue to be discussed was the ($25 turn off fee).    After a lengthy discussion...
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion that $25 will be charged the first 2 times in a row a person gets on the turn off list.  The 3rd month in a row the cost will go to $75.   If they get on the list again that charge will be $75 each month that they are on the list forever.

Ken Hickman seconded the motion.     The motion carried.

**The second issue was the ($100 meter deposit).    After a discussion...
Stacy Selagy made the motion to raise our meter deposit to $150.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.     The motion carried.

***The third and final discussion point was (raising the water & wastewater monthly amount).   After a very lengthy debate on what the rate should and shouldn't be...
Ken Hickman made the motion to raise the water & wastewater rates up 3%.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.

****The were 2 votes in favor of the motion & 2 votes against the motion.  The nay votes were from Member Quasebarth and Member Benakovich.

The tie vote was broken with a YAY vote for the increase by President Cooley the the motion carried.   

BUDGET FOR 2019...  The PUBLIC ADOPTION MEETING will be October the 3rd.   The meeting will start at 5:30 pm.

F450 DIESEL TRUCK ENGINE REPAIR DISCUSSION... Tony is now investigating fuel additives for the diesel fuel tank (+) maybe getting an above ground tank here in the future.   

SALARY ORDINANCE FOR 2019...1ST READING.      Clerk Brown handed out copies of the 2019 Ordinance to all of the members with the new rates that were approved at our July 5th meeting.  After a short review, the 2nd reading will be at our next meeting on October 3.  We will sign off and pass the salary ordinance at this meeting. 

NORTH WHITE SCHOOL RESOURCE OFFICER AGREEMENT... Clerk Brown handed out copies of the agreement.   After a short discussion...
Kirk Quasebarth made the motion accept the S.R.O. Agreement as stated.
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.    The motion carried.

Superintendent Tony Rodgers...  1.Town & Country Paving will hopefully be here soon to do paving on our cut areas.    2.Tony is checking in on some management classes.   3.Fred Mosher may have some acreage on his country farm where he may let us put / burn our town brush.    4.Tony has just finished his 3 workers' yearly evaluations.   5.Tony was questioned about the use of employees being able to “borrow” town equipment.  Clerk Brown stated that we have a town ordinance that allows employees to borrow equipment if they ask permission.  If everyone does not agree with this, the ordinance can be changed.   6.Finally VP Selagy asked Tony if the brine tank system at the water plant is working correctly?   Tony said it should be working here fine after some needed repairs.  

Marshal Roger Young...  1 Roger stated that the county's OPO and DUITF program has ended for the year.   2 Two of our officers will attend SRO training the week of October the 8th and Roger will attend the training the week after that.    3.Our officers have been doing a lot of  warrant work.    4.Roger's department is now 12 hours shifts.  


Clerk Tim Brown...  Our Community Crossing paving grant has been reviewed by the State and they had 
us update it.   The last day for submitting the grant is September 28th.     


Member Benakovich... asked Tony about the borrowing of town equipment...especially our large 
lawnmowers.  *This issue will be brought up at future meetings.  


*Ken Hickman made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.
