
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)

   JANUARY 16, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, January 16, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Ken Hickman.  Also present were Marshal Roger Young, Superintendent Tony Rodgers, President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-No one was absent.

President Rosemary Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:00pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from December 27, 2018 Special Year End Meeting.  
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

Ken Hickman made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
Motion carried.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:   None this time.
VISITORS:   Joe Rogers from White County APC was present.   Joe was here to present (2) zoning ordinances / amendments for our review and hopefully approval.   First was ordinance #A52... for Solar Farms, etc... Standards & Development.
Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept Ordinance #A52.
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.   The motion carried.

Next was ordinance #A56... Property Principle Structures, etc... 
Ken Hickman made the motion to accept Ordinance #A56.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.   The motion carried.       *Joe also mentioned our need to have some of our “unsafe buildings” inspected.  The Courthouse is working to get a person to do this... soon.
Terri Saunders, resident... during Superintendent Rodgers presentation noted that her sidewalks were not cleaned properly.  Tony said they would clean them better next time.  Terri thanked Tony for his understanding.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… The only business to report here is the next meeting for the project will be in (2) weeks.   The actual lining work has not started yet...

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Marshal Young will send out 15 more clean up letters when the weather clears. 

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Tony is going to start this work as soon as the weather clears or maybe if the ground freezes real hard.

TRECS TAX REFUND PROGRAM... Everything has been submitted to the State from us.  We will update our list each week to see if we want to add or delete anyone.    

SUPERINTENDENT TRUCK DISCUSSION... Tony presented quotes from Gutwein's, Charlie Roberts in Rensselaer and Henkrickson Dodge in Monticello.   The price we want is under $30,000.00 if possible.   

When Tony gets his new truck, his old truck will be passed down in our fleet and we will probably sell one of our older pickups.   Tony said he wants to look again at the Chevy and the Ford that were presented.
Kirk Quasebarth made a motion for Tony to look at both trucks again and then purchase the one he wants.
Ron Benakovich seconded the motion.   The motion carried.

FIRE STATION (NEW CONTAINER) GRAVEL WORK NEEDED... Vanguard Trailer is donating a trailer container for storage to the Fire Department.  They would like the Town to help with setting the container, purchasing some of the gravel and leveling out the gravel.   We said that would be great...
MONTH END / YEAR END DUTIES & REPORTS / W2'S... UPDATE.   All W2's have been sent out.  

All December 2018 month end duties/reports are finished.  Most of the year end duties/reports are complete.   The 2018 Annual Report is due March 1st.   Some of the work on this is completed.
EMPLOYEE OUTSIDE ACTIVITY DISCUSSION & VOTE... Clerk Brown presented information about one of our hourly employees, Myles Krintz, wanting to help coach Jr. High wrestling at North White.    

The original coach for this position has resigned from North White.   To do this he would be leaving work approximately (1 hour) early.   His supervisor, Tony Rodgers, will be validating his time card each day on his start time, lunch time and when he leaves early in the afternoon.  Myles was also reminded that if he did not work 40 hours and he also worked some overtime, some of the overtime hours would turn into regular hours so they would equal 40 hours.   All of these rules and validations will happen so there is no problem with the SBOA during our next audit.   *One concern of Town Hall is there needs to be coverage for our residents until 4:30 everyday in the afternoon in case there are water problems, water turn-ons, etc...  Superintendent Rogers said everyone, including Myles, will have their cell phones on and they will help out if needed. 

-Next Member Quasebarth gave a short talk supporting Myles on his desire to coach.   Kirk is also a coach at North White and he said that coaching help both with teachers and outside volunteers is hardly available at all.  Myles has been already coaching for a few days and Kirk said that the wrestlers really like him. 

-After Kirk spoke, Myles asked the Council for permission so he can alter his work day hours.   

*This precedent for asking the Council's permission to leave work early was started approximately 15 years ago with another hourly employee.  Each time an employee wants to alter their work hours even with their supervisor's okay, they need to come in front of the Council and ask them also.
Ron Benakovich made the motion to approve Myles coaching at North White and leaving work early

with all of the above mentioned bold type rules  .
Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.   The motion carried.
Superintendent Tony Rodgers...     1.Tony and the boys have been removing a lot of snow from last weekend's snow storm all week.    2.We had some trouble with the sidewalk snowblower.  We are also going to to buy a plain blade for it to use with wet snow.    3.Tony is researching new security lights to be installed at the WW Treatment Plant.  The existing ones are burnt out and they are obsolete.

Marshal Roger Young...  1.Roger gave the 2018 figures on how many calls each police agency in the county had during the year.    The County had...14,027.   Monticello had... 5290.   We had...2143.   Both Brookston and Wolcott had around 700.      2.The new County Sheriff will start having officers attend each town's Council Meetings if possible.   The officers present tonight were... Officer Cosgray and Officer Keen.   An officer will be here each meeting to answer any questions we have.      


Clerk Tim Brown...  1.Tim handed out the year end charts for both water and wastewater.  There was 
little $$ growth in water for 2018 (but) wastewater's $$ for the year went down.    2.The 3% water / 
wastewater increase will start with the 1st of February bill.        


*Ron Benakovich made the motion to adjourn the meeting.  


Kirk Quasebarth seconded the motion.
