(REGULAR)
        JUNE 5, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, June 5, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were Ken Hickman, Ron Benakovich, Kirk Quasebarth and Vice President Stacy Selagy.  Also present were Superintendent Tony Rodgers, 

President Rosemary Cooley, Attorney Dow Dellinger, Marshal Roger Young and 

Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown.

President Cooley started our regular meeting today @ 6:01pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes (and) the executive meeting from May 15, 2019 meeting.  
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion of the minutes.  The motion carried.

*V.P. Selagy asked a question about what “the WW worm gear tower” bill is?  Superintendent Rodgers explained what it was for and everything is fine.

SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT…  Tony had a phone conference call with everyone involved with the project today.   There are 9 different sections that still need lined plus one manhole needs to be repaired.  This work plus all of the paperwork needs completed by the end of June or the lining company could get fined!

PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… 1.Marshal Young has sent out a letter for a property on the east side of south Market Street for mowing.    2.Roger has also tagged several more properties and vehicles.    3.Member Quasebarth reported that there is an old couch that has been abandoned at the east end of 4th Street.  

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...  Nothing new to report now...   *Member Quasebarth requested that something be completed soon.   With each little rain storm that comes along the flooding gets worse around the property.

MEAT LOCKER, NEW VALVE TO BE INSTALLED... This project should be started next Monday.   This has been a problem for the last 3 months.   There has been some friction between both the town and the meat locker over this issue over the 3 months (but) hopefully things will be taken care of soon.

Here are Tony's items... 1.Two park trees have been cut down by Ramirez Construction.    2.The Ramirez group also repaired the softball dugout roof.     3.All baseball diamond fences will be looked at for repair.    4.Park caretaker Kim Contreras is installing new bathroom vents and baby changing stations.     5.New utility worker Chris Franklin is performing nicely since he started.    6.Member Benakovich thanked all of the workers for cleaning up all of the storm brush here the last couple of weeks.    6.Skeeter spraying has started.     7.The one wastewater aeration tank should be worked on soon.    8.V.P. Selagy reported that the alley area on south 1st Street is actually a “platted” alley.    9.Our annual CCR report should be ready to be handed out to all residence here soon.    10.All town hydrants will be flushed the week of June 24th.    11.Tony is getting 2 to 3 different quotes for new sidewalks.     12.The park barn repair / re-do should start soon.

2.The people at 608 Elm Street want to charge the Town for 
mowing a vacant alley behind their property.   We said....NO.   Roger will investigate this problem.
