
 COUNCIL MEETING

(REGULAR)
    September 4, 2019

The Council of the Town of Monon met for a regular meeting on Wednesday, September 4, 2019 at 

6:00 pm at the Monon Town Hall.  Members present were President Rosemary Cooley, Vice President Stacy Selagy, Ken Hickman and Ron Benakovich.  Also present were Attorney Dow Dellinger,  Superintendent Tony Rodgers, Marshal Roger Young and Clerk–Treasurer Tim Brown. 

-Member not in attendance was Kirk Quasbarth....*he actually showed up 10 minutes late.           

President Cooley started our regular meeting @ 6:00 pm & led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment-of-silence.


MINUTES, PAYROLL, BILLS & CLAIMS:
Ron Benakovich made the motion to accept the regular meeting minutes from the August 21, 2019 meeting. 
Stacy Selagy seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

Stacy Selagy made the motion to accept all of the bills – claims – payroll as presented.

MONTH END RECONCILIATION REVIEW / SIGN OFF:...President Cooley checked and 
validated the 3 month end statements from August 2019.
VISITORS:
Diane Tribbett, Park Road resident was present.    She was here to complain about the condition of her neighbor's yard, house and property.   This property has been going down hill for the last few years.   Diane explained there are not only huge weeds and animal smells, their house shingles are so old they are blowing into her yard every time there is a strong wind from the west.   She wants something done with this situation!!! 

*We all agreed...Marshal Young will send them a “clean up letter” as soon as possible.    If there is no response within the allotted time, we will clean the area and charge them the fine plus all expenses.

Jon Borgers, Wessler Engineering...SEWER LINING PROJECT update.      Jon presented us with a $6000.00 change order.   Jon explained all of the details of this.   After a short discussion...
Stacy Selagy made a motion that we accept the “change order” and the amount.”
Ken Hickman seconded the motion.    The motion carried.

-Several more questions and comments were directed at Jon.   1.The Gutwein back-up problem has been taken care of.  Jon stated that the problem was “our fault.”  We will get with our insurance company soon and turn in a claim for all of the expenses.    2.Tony has given a list of locations of all of the “rut” areas in town that the lining companies made in yards and alleys.  Jon will make sure they fix all of the areas before everything is paid.     3.Jon also stated because of the lining, over 100 bad connections were plugged.    4.Tony also asked Jon to come and look at a connection at 113 Market Street right after our meeting.  It was also plugged by the lining company.   5.Jon also said the final pay apps should be coming soon.   
SUMP PUMP INSPECTIONS & SEWER BAN & LINING GRANT… Tony stated that they will be starting hopefully soon with the next phase (sump pumps).


PROPERTY CLEAN-UPS… Here are several areas that everybody brought up.   1. 113 Market St., construction materials.   2.Linville St., wood pieces.   3. 4th Street & the railroad tracks on Arch Street.   

4. The 500 Market Street property, weeds, etc...   5.The corner of 3rd Street & Walnut, hedges grown up at the corner.  5.On Arch Street, right south of the R/R tracks...VP Selagy said that property is going to a commissioner sale.    6.There is a hole in the alley behind a property on South Spruce Street.   7.The NIPSCO substation at the corner of Spruce & 4th Streets...there are erosion problems around the sidewalk area.     

WEST HIGHWAY #16 DRAINAGE PROBLEM...Superintendent Rodgers will call in locates soon to see if they can find the old sewer pipes in the area.
MEAT LOCKER, NEW VALVE TO BE INSTALLED... Tony, plumber Roger Young and Kyburz's Construction will hopefully soon be working on the final phase of this project.

2.Kathy 
Dulin, one of our EMT people started working part time in the utility office this week.    3.Our insurance 
bid meeting will be on October 16th.   4.The new sidewalk work on Spruce Street should start soon.
